7th, 2019 Town Board meeting the Town was addressed by Ranko Macevic (owner of the Soda
Lakes Property across Bear Creek from the Phillips station). Mr. Macevic is interested in develop-
ing the property and initiated a conversation with the Town. The idea of building a 100 room hotel
is not a new one and has been controversial in the recent past. Consequently, the Town Board is set-
ting aside time at our next three or four board meetings to hear from our constituents as to how they
feel about development and annexation of this particular property. There are benefits in terms of
customers for our local businesses and tax revenues and there are impacts associated to aesthetic
effects, traffic, and infrastructure.

Clarification regarding bui |l diSevgalc#tizenskkave To w
commented to us, in both public and private, regarding the need to build a new Town Hall and
Court building. Many of these comments/questions are summarized by: OWhy can& we modernize /
rehab the existing Town Hall and Court building rather than get involved with expensive property
acquisition and development? The short answer is that the existing Town Hall and Court building
do not meet the Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA). We have bought some time by moving the
Court downstairs. These are temporary fixes to the problem. We are subject to expensive lawsuits if
we fail to build an ADA compliant Town Hall and Court. Making these changes to the existing
Town Hall are cost prohibitive and likely of limited benefit. We are convinced building a new ADA
compliant Town Hall and Court is the most prudent path forward at this point. We encourage your
input as to how we proceed; however, be advised that an inexpensive modification to the existing
Town Hall is not feasible. This was our first avenue of investigation and we would have proceeded
this way if it was.

Greetings from the Morrison Police Department

A Shield 616 fundraiser is being held at Bandimere Speedway on June 1% to benefit Morrison
Police and our area small partner agencies. Shield 616 is the nationwide program that assists police
departments with acquiring rifle rated bulletproof body armor and helmets to protect police officers in
the ever-growing threat from high-powered rifles that are seen more and more in today® world. While
almost all officers wear ballistic armor, which will stop most common handgun rounds, they cannot
prevent deadly high speed rifle rounds from penetrating, leaving officers vulnerable from attack. The
solution is the technology provided by ceramic plates that are fitted into the vest. These plates are
thicker and heavier than soft body armor preventing them from daily use, but worn under critical con-
ditions. However, this technology does not come cheap. Costing thousands of dollars to outfit even a
small department is typically a difficult thing to do and therefore the need for fundraising events such
as this one.

Having the support of local businesses where our donation buckets have been placed these past
months, and with our friends at Bandimere pledging a sizeable donation, we are off to a great start.
Bandimere grounds that day will have police cars, motor units, sponsors, vendors, face painting, food
trucks, a dunk tank, beer garden and the local area band Guild of Ages as the feature of the event play-
ing classic rock music.
